Team Race Numbers Delivered 

In 2017, we will be delivering race numbers to teams with 10+ members within the Hamilton City limits. To 

take advantage of this service, all team members need to have entered and been paid for before 5.00pm, 

Friday 3 November 2017. Any team member payments or entries received after this date will need to pick up 

their race number at one of our pre-event registration locations.  

Deliveries will be made the following week, and should be completed by 5.00pm, Friday 11 November 2017.

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Bespoke Round the Bridges Collateral for your Workplace 

We are keen to help you recruit as many people as possible to your team. So, in 2017 we will be providing 

team managers with custom Lugton’s Round the Bridges collateral to put up around the office, or use to 

recruit colleagues. This collateral will include: 

¶ Personalised Round the Bridges posters, with past team photos, business logos etc; 

¶ Personalised sign up sheets that can be handed around the office or placed in the tea room 

Setting Up a Team for your Organisation 

If you would like to set up a team for your organisation, this is an easy and simple process. 

Team Setup: Create a Profile 

If you are new to our event or the RealBuzz registration platform, you will be asked to create a profile. This is 

basic personal information provided by you (the team manager), so we can send you important information 

and easily assist you if necessary. If you have been part of our event before, or another event that has used 

the RealBuzz platform, simply use the email and password you previously had to login. 

Team Setup: Creating the Team 

Following your profile details, you will be taken to an ‘Entry Details’ screen. Then follow the instructions 

below; 

¶ Are you part of a team? – Click Yes 

Are you creating a team? – Click Yes 

Enter your team name, category - corporate, and how you would like people to join (open, protected 

(password), or invite only – this is up to you as team manager). We recommend a 

protected/password option e.g. business motto/slogan, or variation of business name. 

¶ When asked if you are participating in the event, select No. If you are planning on participating, you 

will be able to enter yourself once you have created the team. 
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This is what your screen should look like if you are doing this; 
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You will then proceed through to the charity donation page and the merchandise shop. Please note; if you 

choose to make a donation or buy any merchandise, you will be required to make payment before your 

team is created. It is best to avoid this at this stage. If you are keen on purchasing a hosting site for your 

team, instructions on how to do this are in the Hosting Site section below. After this, you will arrive at the 

‘Review’ section where your screen should look similar to this; 

 

 

 

After clicking on Complete & before you invite team mebers to join your team:

Team Setup: Team Dashboard/Member’s Hub 

Click the ‘Member’s Hub’ link from the above webpage to get to your personal/ team dashboard. Here you 

will be able to review all event communications, team members, invitations and team status. You will also be 

able to make and review payments from this page (if this has been organised prior).  We highly recommend 

bookmarking this page for future use. For reference, it will look something like this; 
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Team Setup: Almost There… 

Your team is now set up and ready for you to invite everyone to join! As previously stated, if your 

organisation is planning on making a bulk payment on behalf of team members, contact Rentia 

(rentia@classicevents.co.nz or 07 856 7215) so she can sort this out for you. Please Note: Bulk payment can 

only be made via an online debit or credit card. 

Hosting Sites 

 

In 2017, we will be offering hosting sites for anyone to purchase so their family, friends and team mates can 

all hang out pre and post event. If your organisation is keen on taking advantage of this, you will need to get 

in quick to book yours as spaces are limited. If you plan on being a Pay Later team, we advise you to add 

this option to an entry once the team has been created, and Pay Later enabled. This will allow you or a 

team member to select the hosting site from the shop, and add it to your outstanding balance for one bulk 

payment. You have two options when booking a site: 

¶ Premium Site: Let us do all the work! A 6x6m site, consisting of: 3x6m marquee, 3x6m outdoor area, 

picket fencing, 2 x 1.2m round tresle tables, 1 x 2.4m tresle table and 20 chairs (will look similar to that 

pictured above). Price - $850.00 inc GST. 

¶ Reserved Site: If you would prefer to DIY your own shelter, chairs etc., this option is for you. A 6x6m 

space that we will reserve for you to do what you like with. Price: $150.00 inc GST. 

When purchasing a site, please be aware that you and/or your guests will be liable for any damage to the 

site that you and/or your guests may cause. If you would like to purchase any additional equipment e.g. BBQ, 

extra tables/chairs or have any queries, contact Classic Events; rentia@classicevents.co.nz or 07 856 7215.

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FAQ’s 

Our company will be covering the cost of all our team members. How do we do this? 

This will need to be organised with the Round the Bridges team by emailing info@classicevents.co.nz or call 

the office at 07 865 7215.  

We have opted to Pay Later, but some of our team members want to/have made donations and/or 

purchased event merchandise. Can Round the Bridges charge them separately? 

No. It is up to you to communicate with your staff/team members on what they can and cannot purchase as 

part of the team registration. If team members do wish to purchase merchandise, direct them to the online 

store via this link; LINK. 

Are we able to be invoiced for our team instead of paying online? 

No. We encourage all teams to make payment online via a debit or credit card. A receipt will be emailed to 

the team manager upon payment for your records. 

When is team payment required? 

As team manager, you can make multiple payments. This can play a massive role in saving the company 

money if all team members aren’t registered before key pricing cut-off dates e.g. to secure Super Saver 

pricing, registered team members need to be paid for before 5 September 2017. Any payments made after 

this date, regardless of when the team member registered, will be charged at the next pricing tier e.g. Early 

Bird. 

One of my team members wants to change their start group/distance. Can they do this? 

Yes. Transfer of start group and/or distance can be made once the transfer window opens on DATE, and 

must be done before transfers closes at 11.59pm, Thursday 2 November 2017. Any changes made after this 

date will need to be done in person at one of our pre-event registration locations. 

We have paid for all our team members, but someone has pulled out. Can another person take their 

place? 

No. As outlined in the Transfer Policy and Terms & Conditions of the event, there are no person-to-person 

transfers for Round the Bridges.  

Will all the team’s race numbers be delivered prior to the event? 

Yes. All team members that have been registered and successfully paid for by 5.00pm, Friday 4 November 

2017 will have all race numbers delivered before 5.00pm, Friday 11 November 2017. Any team members 

registered/paid for after this date will need to collect their race number at one of our pre-event registration 

locations. 
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All of our team members have registered for different distances and/or start groups. Can we race 

together? 

Yes. However, everyone needs to be aware that by racing in a different start group and/or distance than 

what they are registered for, their timing result may be affected, and likely to be inaccurate. 

Some of our team members decided to pull out at the last minute before the event. Can we be reimbursed 

for their entry? 

No. All participants acknowledge the Refund Policy upon entering the event, which states that any and all 

refund requests must be received prior to 9.00am, Monday 23 October 2017. These requests must contain a 

medical document outlining inability to participate, and will incur a $5 administration fee. There are 

absolutely no refunds after this time.
